· Risk Reduction, Wellness and Health Literacy
· Assessment, Evaluation and Diagnosis
· Critical Incident Management
· Therapeutic Intervention
· Health Care Administration and Professional Responsibility
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The American Medical Association (AMA) recognizes athletic training as an allied healthcare profession. ATs can be found almost anywhere people are physically active. Whether it’s on the playing field, performance stage, in a hospital/clinic or work setting, ATs are in place to help prevent injuries and ensure patients stay healthy. 

The Board of Certification for the Athletic Trainer (BOC), the only accredited certifying body for ATs in the US, sets the standards for the practice of athletic training and has been responsible for AT certification since 1989. To retain certification, ATs must demonstrate completion of a specific number of medically related continuing education credits every two years and adhere to the BOC’s “Standards of Professional Practice.”
